Client Intake- phase 1

This is designed for these aspects:

1. The client experience has been used for centuries, sometimes as the only information, to define a way forward.

2. Sometimes the issue is sufficiently well defined to just calibrate and go straight to therapy.

3. Sometime the information from the device will not be clear and you may need to select some basic therapies to calm and clear.

HINTS
1. What are the symptoms? What does the client experience that they want to change- this is NOT the medical tag! 

2. How intense are they- generally. Scoring really defines for comparison. Clients are notorious for shifting their reference point. 10 is the worst imaginable.
3. Are these symptoms 

a. An acute episode only- e.g. a broken leg.

b. Chronic- 

c. Something that may be a display or symptom from a chronic issue- e.g. skin issue and liver.

4. What does the client want different? How would they experience this? How quickly do they expect results? What do they see as their part in health recovery?

SUGGESTIONS-

· do not get drawn into a deep dialogue. 
· Keep is short and simple. Say there will be time for discussion later. 
· If you get into deep dialogue then lots of thoughts start in your mind and the client mind0 the device picks up thoughts- so being short and simple keeps it as clear as possible.
· If you use a detailed questionnaire then get it sent in 3 days before the session-client’s speculative thoughts have a chance to die down. Read it when it comes and then put it aside until after the test.
Stress Area- identify possibilities. If it is not on the list add it. Be general. Organs/systems.
If the device was a therapy system only what would you consider and why?- see the core therapy list.
How would you support this in the client’s lifestyle? Without knowing the client lifestyle what would you explore? What are possible areas?
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
