Instructions
There are several elements to the assessment:
· Five on line exams

· 3 Case study submissions

· Submission of study record

· Submission of learning journal

Case study submissions according to the IMUNE format are required independent of any case studies that may have been submitted to your training organization. 

IMUNE must be seen to have an independent evaluation process as is the normal requirement for any body that issues qualifications- the issuing body must be independent from the educational body.

At practitioner level IMUNE needs evidence that:

· You understand and can apply the basic information available from the device

· Can select and apply foundational therapies.

· You can work simply and safely.

· You can integrate information from the device and other sources.

The focus is on the “heart” of the device facilities. As such many of the very extensive facilities are not a requirement of this stage. The approach is basic driving skills- before you do further training to become a “racing driver”!
Three case studies are required:
Case study 1- single visit recording the full range of approaches in the staged worksheets PW1A to PW7A.

Case study 2- single visit recording the full range of approaches in the staged worksheets PW1A to PW7A.

Case Study 3- single client, 3 visits using the same approach as case study 1&2 but with very much simpler and more flexible recording of information.

Due to logistic and language considerations some IMUNE Accredited Trainers are authorized to review the case studies. IMUNE also retains copies and reviews at random submissions. Your education provider will advise the route that is appropriate for you.
